Credit Transfer 
At USC you may be eligible to receive credit 
for your prior academic studies. A successful 
credit transfer application will reduce the 
number of courses required to complete a 
USC Bachelor or Master degree.

•	 Earn credit towards your home degree
Ask your home university for approval for your studies at USC and then transfer the course credits you 
earn at USC towards your home degree. 

•	 Choose courses from across all faculties
At USC you can choose from a range of courses from the following discipline areas:  
Biomedical Sciences, Business, Communication, Design, Engineering, Education, Environmental Sciences, 
Health and Sports Sciences, Humanities, Information Technology and Social Sciences.

•	 Enrol in courses without pre-requisites
